 Paper presentations - please submit a short version of your paper, of 1000 
words, including an abstract of between 50 - 100 words. Those accepted to   
present papers will be invited to submit a full paper for consideration for          
publication in a special issue of the journal Widening Participation and Lifelong 
Learning (Open University) 

 Workshops - please send an abstract of between 250 - 300 words detailing the 
aims of your workshop and the ways in which you will engage participants in     
interaction 

Showcase - there will be a showcasing session during the first dinner on the Wednes-
day. Please send a proposal on what you would showcase, how it relates to a theme 
and how best this can be achieved. This could be a poster session.
